· IT, Mail Server Installation – We need someone to help us setup and migrate about 60 users from Google Apps to a Microsoft Exchange Server.

· The kitchen in our residential house at Fletcher Mission needs to be remodeled.  It’s an old house that hasn’t had a lot of work done on it over the years.  The Director of Fletcher Mission and his family (wife and 3 kids with one on the way) live in this house that is adjacent to the mission center.  The kitchen needs new cabinets, new flooring and a design to allow the refrigerator to be moved into the kitchen.  (As it is now, the refrigerator is in the laundry room!).  Anyone interested will need to visit the house and see what options we have.  We do not have funding for this project…just a need.  House is located at 1913 Fletcher Street, Houston, TX 77009 in Near Northside area.  (I do not have measurements but it’s smaller than the average residential kitchen).

· Chain link fence repair:

· Repair work is needed on a chain-link fence that surrounds a playground at Joy Center.  Children and adults are coming onto the property and using playground equipment without supervision.  The area is approximately 20-30 feet of fencing that needs repair. 

· A narrow gate (fence) is needed to block access from adjoining properties onto the property of Joy Center.  The current fence is 10’ high and a narrow gate needs to be added from the building to the fence.  (currently a twin bed frame and a broomstick is used().

· Tile floor installed in a classroom at Joy Center.  Area is approximately 14’x14’ with an entrance area of 4’3’.  Neutral color needed.
WorkFaith Connection
· Air Conditioning specialist – During the build out at our Travis location the AC ducts were improperly placed, resulting in extreme temperature disparity between rooms.  We are in need of a specialist to either donate services or offer at a discounted rate if possible!  No definite “need by” date – just as soon as available.
